The wife of the recently removed Governor of Western Equatoria State says her husband has been arrested.  

Angelina Bakasoro says suspected security personnel went to their residence in Juba late last night and detained Bangasi Joseph Bakasoro.  

Angelina says the men arrived in three pick-up vehicles at about 11 o’clock.  She says another group of men went to the home this morning and asked her to give them clothes and bedsheets for her husband.  

The move comes just a day after Bakosoro was dismissed in a Presidential decree announced on State radio. 

Angelina tells Radio Miraya she has accepted her husband’s dismissal, but says his apparent arrest is worrying the family.  

Bakasoro: “Around 11 o’clock in the night people came and surrounded the whole house. And then others entering our room, they picked him, picked the telephone from him, they carried his bag with his pistol, they said now they are taking him. I asked them where are you taking him? They said no, they were taking him to take care of him about security purposes. That is what they told me. But for me I am too scared because what was happening yesterday it is not good because he is a person from the government. Even if they removed him from the power for us we accepted the change. The change should be there but the way they came and picked him at night is not ok for me. I am too scared.”

Clement Wani Konga was also removed in the Presidential decree and replaced by Juma Ali as the new Governor of Central Equatoria. 
Addressing journalists earlier today, Konga called for calm and said he would cooperate with his successor.

Other state Governors dismissed include the Governors of Warrap, and Upper Nile. 

Nyandeng Malek of Warrap has been replaced by Akech Tong while Chol Thon replaces Simon Kun in Upper Nile.  

Western Equatoria's Joseph Bakosoro has been replaced by Patrick Raphael Zamoi.

In a separate decree Maj-Gen Akot Deng was named governor of Northern Bahr el Ghazal. Acting Caretaker governor Salva Chol is now the deputy governor.
Onto Addis Ababa, Ethiopia - where talks continue in a desperate effort to end the 20 month conflict.  
President Salva Kiir and opposition leader Riek Machar are meeting alongside regional Presidents of the IGAD grouping.  

Meetings started late Sunday, with talks going on into the early hours of Monday morning. Both leaders are under intense diplomatic pressure to sign a deal by today’s deadline that was set by the mediators.  

Speaking before departure from Juba yesterday, President Kiir said it would not be possible to sign a lasting or full peace deal until all opposition factions could join the agreement. Cabinet Affairs Minister Elia Lomuro told journalists yesterday that President Kiir will brief IGAD heads of state on the progress of the negotiations. 
Lomuro: “His going is to go and explain to his colleagues the challenges that are now confronting the signing of the proposed compromise peace agreement and to check and ensure not only the proposals of the heads of States in Kampala are included but also to ensure that all other points of contentious are agreed upon and to bring to the attention of the leaders of the region that Dr. Riek Machar has been disowned by his own army and politicians.”

Regional leaders from Uganda, Kenya, Sudan and Ethiopia are in Addis for a heads of state summit on the South Sudan crisis.  
They are expected to be joined by representatives of the African Union, the European Union, the United Nations, the United States, Britain, China and Norway at the planned signing ceremony on Monday.

The United Kingdom has warned of possible “targeted sanctions” and an arms embargo if no deal is made.

UK minister for Africa, Grant Shapps, is calling on the warring parties to make the necessary compromises to reach an agreement or else other options, including the African Union’s earlier call for sanctions and a UN arms embargo, would have to be considered.

Shapps said in a statement that this opportunity for peace must be seized to end the conflict that has cost thousands of lives and displaced millions others.  

Meanwhile, displaced persons sheltering at the UN Protection of civilian site in Bentiu, Unity State, have held a peaceful demonstration calling for a final deal to be signed to end the 20-month conflict.  

The IDPs marched within the PoC site calling on President Salva Kiir and Riek Machar to sign a deal today.  

Community elder Samuel Reath said they are tired of suffering and want to return to their homes.  

Reath: “We are suffering in the IDP camps and in rural areas where we are living under deplorable conditions. Our children are dying daily. If peace is signed, we can come out of IDP camps and join our families at home.  Our strong message and complaints goes to all following -- the international community, IGAD, USA, UK and Norwegians who supported CPA. We ask you to help South Sudan peace to be signed. No, no for war.  Yes, yes for peace.”

A similar demonstration was held at the UN protection of civilian site in Malakal, Upper Nile state. 
Hundreds of IDPs sheltering at the site made a rallied call for peace on Friday.  
They marched peacefully calling for an agreement to be signed today, Monday, so they can return to their homes tomorrow.   
Our reporter in Malakal, Samuel Adwok, followed the demonstration and has more.
Adwok:
“Today in the morning the various communities who were sheltering in our PoC in Malakal, they came out for a peaceful demonstration at the UNMISS base here.  They said they want a final deal for peace on the 17th so they can go home on the 18th immediately. So during their speeches they were calling on the UN and IGAD to encourage South Sudan so they can reach a peace deal by 17th of this month.  So they presented their petition to the Acting state coordinator and members of IGAD”.

UNMISS Acting State Coordinator Isiaka Adesola Abolurin received the petition and promised to forward it to the responsible authorities.  
Malakal currently accommodates more than 36,000 IDPs, while Bentiu houses up to 120,000.
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Authorities of Magwi County of Eastern Equatoria State have welcomed the formation of a joint border committee to address the long standing border dispute with Uganda.
James Oyet, a youth leader from Magwi County, is appealing to the committee to speed up the demarcation exercise to allow the communities to return to their normal lives.
Oyet says work is still at a standstill in the Ngom-Oromo area and arrangements should be made to reopen the border.  

Oyet: “Our message is very clear. Let them speed up that process so that the people have peace.  Because as I am speaking now the border is closed and farming activities are shut down and the trade activities between the borders are shut down. So our message to the committee is to speed up this process and we are requesting if possible they should first set up some local committee to open up the border because people are now suffering, farming activities are not going on. So that means people will suffer another disaster. So we are calling for another local arrangement to be done before that one comes in.”
Foreign Affairs Minister Barnaba Marial Benjamin last week announced the joint committee would study maps and demarcate the actual border.  
Up to 1,000 people were displaced from their homes after Ugandan soldiers recently occupied the disputed area. 
The construction of two girls’ secondary schools has been completed in Raja County, Western Bahr el Ghazal state.  
Sopo and Boro-Medina secondary schools are among four girls boarding schools initiated by the state government in 2014. 
Raja County Commissioner James Benjamin says the two schools are ready to receive students in the new academic year.  

Benjamin: “By the end of 2015, girls schools would have been completed with its fence. Also teachers houses have been maintained. This is for Sopo girls’ school. Meanwhile, about Boro-medina school for girls, the same level. Maintenance is completed. We are now constructing the fence and it will be open by the end of 2015. The Ministry of Education can now start admitting students to the school. Initially, in this year, girls have been admitted to these boarding schools and a class has been opened for them in Raja Town till their boarding is completed”.
And in regional news, the human rights situation in Burundi continues to deteriorate, with nearly 100 people killed and 600 detained or tortured since the start of election-related turmoil in April. 
The UN human rights office, OHCHR, says there have been no trials in relation to the violence, killings and torture.  
Ravina Shamdasani, a spokesperson for the UN human rights office, is calling on all sides in the country to renounce violence and resume dialogue before the situation spirals completely out of control.

Shamdasani: "Burundi has been slipping closer to the edge with every high-profile attack and killing, and we call on leaders on all sides to take concrete steps to renounce the use of violence and to resolve differences peacefully. Where violations and abuses have occurred, there need to be prompt investigations with a view to bringing the perpetrators to account and justice for victims."

The crisis in Burundi stems from President Pierre Nkurunziza's decision to stand for a third term.
