South Sudan leaders have until midnight tonight to sign a peace deal or risk possible sanctions and an arms embargo. 

President Kiir and opposition leader Riek Machar have been meeting with regional leaders of the IGAD grouping since late Sunday in a desperate attempt to sign a deal to end the 20 month conflict. 

Speaking before departure from Juba yesterday, President Kiir said it would not be possible to sign a lasting or full peace deal until all opposition factions could join the agreement. 

Radio Miraya will continue to monitor this story.  
The wife of the recently removed Governor of Western Equatoria State says she is worried for her husband.  

Angelina Bakasoro says security personnel went to their residence in Juba at about 11 o’clock last night and arrested Bangasi Joseph Bakasoro.  

Angelina says the men arrived in three pick-up vehicles, and another group went to the home this morning and asked for clothes and bedsheets for her husband.  

The move comes just a day after Bakosoro was dismissed in a Presidential decree announced on State radio. 

Angelina tells Radio Miraya she has accepted her husband’s dismissal, but says his arrest is worrying the family.

“Around 11 O’clock in the night people came surrounded the whole house  and then others entering our room, they picked him, picked the telephone from him, they carried his bag with his pistol they said now they are taking him. I asked them where are you taking him? They said no they were taking him to take care of him about security purpose that is what they told me. But for me I am too scared because what was happening yesterday it is not good because he is the person from the government, even if they removed him from the power for us we accepted the change, the change should be there but the way they came and picked him at night is not ok for me I am too scared”

Clement Wani Konga was also removed in the Presidential decree and replaced by Juma Ali as the new Governor of Central Equatoria. 
Addressing journalists earlier today, Konga called for calm and said he would cooperate with his successor.

 “I have learned that many shops have not opened.  What has taken place is a routine change so everybody should go ahead with their business.  So open your businesses and let work continue as normal.  I call for unity, without unity there will never be stability and there will never be peace. Let us come together as brothers and sisters forget what has taken place in the past and let us take a new line.  I am reshuffled, I am a citizen of South Sudan and if the President of the republic intends to deploy me, I am at his service”. 

Other state Governors dismissed include the governor of Warrap, Nyandeng Malek who has been replaced by Akech Tong and Simon Kun who has been replaced by Chol Thon in Upper Nile. 
Western Equatoria's Joseph Bakosoro has been replaced by Patrick Raphael Zamoi.

In a separate decree Maj-Gen Akot Deng was named governor of Northern Bahr el Ghazal. Acting Caretaker governor Salva Chol is now the deputy governor.

In Lakes State, three police personnel, including one senior officer have been sentenced to prison for selling firearms to the public. 
The personnel were convicted by a Police court in Rumbek and handed sentences ranging from one year to six months.  
Lieutenant Gabriel Chol Manyuat who headed a police unit in Rumbek was sentenced to one year, while two junior personnel were served 6 month sentences. 
Deputy Police Commissioner Azuma Mangar Chep says the convictions were approved by the Police headquarters in Juba to serve as examples to other security officers.

“There are two Officers who were sentence to serve the prison because they committed crimes of selling out arms to the civilians, so we are discouraging this, so they are sentenced, they are three, they are put in the jail and the sentence after the police court , approved it from Juba, they were sentence to differences term of serves , the first one is sentence of one year to serve in prison and other two are sentenced  to serve six months in the prison, so all these procedures  they are meant to discouraged police not to be involved always in the crimes”.

More than 20 cows have been stolen in a cattle raid in Bor county, Jonglei state.  Raiders attacked a cattle camp in Mathiang Boma and looted the animals late Sunday night.  Bor county commissioner, Isaac Mamer Ruk said no injuries or deaths were reported.

“Some raiders attacked village in Baidiet payam of Mathiang boma a village called Gameth, the raiders took twenty two heads of cattle, the youth ot the area plus the organized forces tried to pursue those raiders with the cattle, but unfortunately they failed to rescue any cow from the raiders, no one killed and no one wounded”

Still in Jonglei, a commercial motorcycle rider also known as a boda-boda cyclist has been shot dead in Bor town.  The attackers shot the rider identified as Akeyi in the head and escaped with his motorcycle and money. The incident is linked to recent insecurity in Bor town blamed on army deserters.  Bor county commissioner, Isaac Mamer Ruk says no arrests have been made.  Ruk explains what happened.

“Tonight around forty something minutes the incident happened in Bor town block N, some criminals killed a person by names Panter  mangar Akeyi, he is a boda boda rider, his head was shot by a pistol no one was arrested. What I heard from national security personal and CID, the criminals killed the person, they took away his motor cycle and even with money. The body has been taken to Bor teaching hospital”

Meanwhile the commissioner says Police have arrested three army deserters.  The soldiers are among those who abandoned their bases in Pajut and Gadiang and were hiding among communities in Bor.

Japan’s ambassador to South Sudan has visited Malakal in Upper Nile to get an on-ground assessment of the humanitarian situation. 
Kiya Masahiko travelled with a delegation of donors from Japan, the United States, Britain, Spain, France, Canada and Sweden.  
The delegation toured the Protection of Civilian site and the new contingency area for new IDPs arriving from Wau Shiluk and surrounding areas. 
Ambassador Masahiko described the living conditions of the IDPs as ‘challenging.’

“I think it is a very challenging situation, I saw a one good thing was that Japan has been supporting the people here in IDP Camp, it was just yesterday that the cholera vaccination campaign was completed for the first round and 99% of target population got vaccination”

In regional news, at least eight people were seriously injured when a helicopter from the United Nations-African Union peacekeeping mission made an emergency landing in Sudan’s Darfur region. The UNAMID helicopter with 18 passengers and 3 crew on board was traveling from the North Darfur state capital El Fasher.  The passengers included Sudanese and foreign nationals. A spokesperson for the hybrid mission says all on board suffered "varying degrees of injuries. Eight of them were reported to be seriously injured and no deaths were reported.

And in sports, the secretary general of the national athletics federation has resigned from office. Kamal John Akol tendered in his notice after he was blocked from traveling to China for the International Athletics Congress over the weekend.  Kamal says communication was sent from the National Olympics Committee instructing the federation not to authorize his travel.  He says the committee was not pleased with a letter he wrote complaining about a delay to book his air ticket to travel for the athletics congress.

“What happened there was a delay from the international athletics union to buy an air ticket for me to participate in Beijing.  I then wrote a complaint against one member to the chairman of the international union. And the international Athletics answered that that the way I wrote is not acceptable. Of course the way I wrote varies from one person to another. Accordingly the South Sudan Olympic committee intervenes, although it’s not in its concern of mandate to intervene in locally elected unions in the States”.      

Kamal says the decision to bar him from travel should have come the General Assembly, which is the highest sporting authority in the country and not the Olympic Committee.
