Foreign Affairs Minister, Barnaba Marial Benjamin, has urged South Sudanese citizens to support the peace deal signed by President Salva Kiir.

The agreement with the SPLM in opposition is expected to bring peace and stability to the country.

Minister Barnaba described the deal as an important milestone that deserves support from the citizens.

“We should congratulate him, respect him and give him full support for his position as our elected democratic leader. So I think he did that with the knowledge his people will be with him as we have seen all along and it is the citadel of peace that president Salva wants to have peace for his people of the republic of south Sudan.” 

Minister Benjamin Marial, also said progress made in the transitional government will be highly dependent on the attitude of the citizens.

“What is important is what we will do as citizens of this country to begin to support what our president signed yesterday. Working together of our president and Riek machar the SPLMO leader I think goes without saying that it will be reflected in the attitudes of our citizens.”

The need for Collective responsibility has been re-echoed by Peace activists and the civil society in Juba. 

Dr Luka Biong, the Director of center for peace, university of Juba underscored the need for the ordinary citizens, to support the implementation of the peace agreement.

“Overwhelmingly majority of the people of South Sudan ,I could say all the people of South Sudan are for this peace agreement and I think this is very important to shape the will of the politicians .I think the parties are aware that they are not able to win this war ,third I think the economic condition are quite not compelling  in a sense that the situation although we are saying has real recovery in a sense that people are sending more positive message ,but definitely economically we are getting really a very big challenge in a sense if we continue in the same line of war is going to be quite difficult ,the other thing is that we are a landlocked country ,landlocked countries sometimes with countries that may not be very friendly.”

Edmond Yakani, the executive director of the community empowerment for progress organization –CEPO said both government and the SPLM in opposition must cease fire.

“Both countries to the agreement should not repeat the mistakes of the CPA ,in which they sit in their own separated houses or umbrellas and start calculating tactics of how to implement the agreement .I do agree with Dr. Luka that there is a need to constitute a technical working group of any either warring party or party to the agreement  but they should have a chance of coming together, we have the implementation mechanism is there ,everything is there but each either of the side should have a technical group that I inclusive so that they help them in reading and analyzing the process of implementing the agreement.”

The UN Secretary-General has described the peace deal signed on Wednesday as critical and necessary step" towards ending nearly two years of conflict in South Sudan. 

Ban Ki-moon expressed hope that the accord will bring an end to violence that has killed tens of thousands of people and forced more than two million citizens to flee their homes.

The UN Secretary-General Ban Ki Moon urged the sides to work to fulfill its provisions, beginning with a permanent cease-fire and the granting of unhindered freedom of movement to UN and other humanitarian partners operating in the country. He said that 20 months of conflict had "devastated" South Sudan and subjected its people to "unspeakable suffering." Mr Ban also commended regional negotiators for their role in mediating peace talks between the parties. He said their "continued positive engagement" is essential to a lasting peace in South Sudan. The Secretary-General added that he intends to convene a meeting on the margins of the UN General Assembly next month to ensure sustained support for peace and security in the country. Mr ban Ki Moon pledged the United Nations commitment to support the implementation of the agreement. Susan Dokolo reporting for Radio Miraya News

The Troika countries – UK, US, and Norway have called for an immediate ceasefire by all parties. 

The US ambassador to South Sudan, Mary Catherine Phee, said in a statement issued last night that the Troika nations are ready to actively participate in monitoring the ceasefire.

She warned that there will be serious consequences for those who return to arms. 

The troika has pledged its commitment to support reconciliation and reconstruction work in South Sudan.
The chairperson of the SPLM –DC, Dr Lam Akol, has said the peace deal signed on Wednesday by President Salva Kiir is worth a big celebration.

Dr Akol told Radio Miraya he was surprised that President Salva Kiir did not declare a big celebration for after signing the peace agreement.

Mr Lamorde said it was a smear campaign, as the EFCC was prosecuting the man making the allegations and that the case should not be taken seriously".
