President Salva Kiir has declared an immediate ceasefire in the country.

The declaration of a ceasefire is the latest in government’s efforts to end the conflict.
Ateny Wek Ateny, the presidents Spokesperson said the SPLA Chief of Staff has been instructed to fully implement the cease fire.

 “Yesterday the president issued a decree declaring Permanent cease fire and that the SPLA soldiers are instructed not to fire not to go on any offensives and not to fire only in case of self-defense and all the units of the SPLA has been given the order to execute the decree of the President, the Chief of Staff and his Officers will implement decree of the President in latter and spirit, the SPLA are actually ordered to remain in the Barracks wherever they are even they have a plan of any assault it was suspended yesterday.”

Earlier, IGAD special envoys advised the warring parties to strictly implement the Permanent Ceasefire within 72 -hours of the signing of the Agreement.
Implementation of the ceasefire is stipulated in Chapter two article one of the Peace agreement signed by President Salva Kiir and Dr Riek Machar.

IGAD special envoys said if implemented with sustained political will, courage, integrity and diligence, the agreement will bring lasting peace and prosperity for the people of South Sudan.

A Bishop from the episcopal church of Sudan and South Sudan, Paul Yugusuk, has called for forgiveness to pave way for peace in South Sudan.

Speaking to Radio Miraya this morning, Bishop Yugusuk said forgiveness in South Sudan’s fragile situation would help control bitterness and revenge.

“I am urging our people; our situation is very fragile, if we don’t forgive, then we are harboring bitterness and even revenge. So the spirit of forgiveness helps you, it gives you space, you can even breath, you can talk gently, you can begin to argue on issues and not personalities, that forgiveness helps you to seek justice in a mature way and peaceful manner.” 

In a related development, a South Sudanese citizen based in America is suggesting a brand new way of greeting in South Sudan. 

Simon Deng, who staged a 45-hunger strike for peace in South Sudan says the new way of greeting should be “Good morning I am for peace, good morning we are all for peace.”
Deng says this form of greeting, should spread from homes, to the communities, schools, and government institutions, to connect South Sudanese and break down the chains of mistrust.

“Good morning, I am for peace, good morning we are all for peace, and this is what we have to pledge ourselves as a slogan every day in Southern Sudan. It starts from school, in government institutions, from the president when he walks into his office every morning say good morning, I for peace and we for peace, that has to be a promise that has to be a slogan as a new country with a new people, with a new spirit, it is not easy, so much happened among ourselves, there is too much mistrust, how can we break that, it is not going to be easy but I am very optimistic.”

Deng says peace greetings, will provide a basis for stable relations and stability in the country.

Journalists attending 3-days media training in Northern Bahr el Ghazal State have been advised to take into account the need for accuracy in news reporting.

Speaking at the conclusion of the training, the state information and communications Minister, Wek Kuc Deng, highlighted the need for integrity and accuracy, to control confrontations between government officials and the media.

“in fact Northern Bahr el Ghazal State government is cooperating with the journalists and I am sure there is no any complaint being raised by most of you who are here. But what I want to tell you is that the government is very interested to work with the media. Without any media I repeat, work will never go but, what we want from media is to report all the events correctly and accurately.”

The three- day training was organized by the Association for Media Development in South Sudan, AMDISS.

The national Ministry of health says the cholera epidemic is under control, almost two months after the first outbreak was announced in June. 

The outbreak reached epidemic level due to lack of basic amenities such as clean drinking water.

The director of health Education and promotion, Mary Denis, says cholera case have gone down due to social mobilization and hygiene promotion. 

She however says fundamental problems have still not been solved.

“Actually we cannot say that we have got rid of it all ,what we know is that as of 26th of August we have like three new cases in Juba teaching hospital and there are also three cases two in Gurei oral rehydration points –ORP and one in lologo ORP because from our task force meeting that we meet every week it was decided that some of CTC close that because they don’t see a lot of cases any more like before.”

The UN children’s fund – UNICEF and the World Food Program – WFP have reached tens of thousands of people who for months had been stranded in Wau shilluk due to insecurity.

Jonathan Veitch UNICEF representative in South Sudan says a mobile emergency relief team was deployed to assist more than 27,000 people in Wau Shilluk, on the west bank of the Nile River, across from the state capital of Malakal.

Veitch said insecurity had made it difficult for the two agencies to reach Wau Shilluk area.

“We launched rapid response mission, but unfortunately we had to do it from Juba and not from Malakal because we were prevented access just across the river from MALAKAL, with WFP food partners that is to drop food from aircraft and then keep a team on the ground for approx. a week to 10 days to look for signs of malnutrition and to deliver essential medicines and other aid because so many were crossing the river to try and reach the POC in Malakal and were worried about their situation.”
Japan’s ambassador to South Sudan Kiya Masahiko visited Maban Refugee camp in upper Nile state on Thursday, to express solidarity with the refugees and check on the Japanese funded projects.

The ambassador toured a hospital which was established with support from the Japanese government and also visited the refugee shelters in the camp. 

Ambassador Masahiko said his government will continue to support all aspects of the refugees to make them happy.

“UNHCR is making its greatest efforts and Japan is supporting all aspects of life here; Health, education, water, sanitation among others. I am hoping that we can continue making the people’s life happy and work with the government and the people of South Sudan to be helpful to their neighbors as we understand that there are many south Sudanese suffering as refugees in the neighboring countries.” 

Maban Refugee camp is home to more than 130 thousand refugees who have fled fighting in Blue Nile and South Kordofan.

More than 300 Members of the Chinese military contingent have received medals in recognition of their peacekeeping services in South Sudan.

The medals were presented during the medal parade and ceremony held in Western Bahl Ghazal state.

UNMISS Force Commander Gen. Yohannes Tesfamariam urged the peacekeepers to observe their call for duty in South Sudan.
