The body of former Ambassador of South Sudan to Switzerland Alison Manani Magaya arrives at Juba International Airport this afternoon.

The spokesperson of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Mawien Arik Akol, has confirmed that the plane carrying the remains of Manani Magay is expected to touch ground at 2:00pm. 

Mawien says the body will be transferred from Juba International Airport to all saints cathedral in Juba, for prayers.

An overnight vigil will be held at the deceased’s home in Muniki block B, before being taken for burial at his ancestral home in Maridi, Western Equatoria State. 

The former Ambassador died in Geneva a week ago. He served as Minister of Labor and Interior. 

The United Nations has warned that detention of people, often without cause, is a repressive technique which violates fundamental human rights and is often used to spread terror within society.

The message was flagged on Sunday to mark the UN's International Day of the Victims of Enforced Disappearances. 

Rainer Huhle, a member of the UN Committee of Enforced Disappearances, says “forced disappearance" qualifies as a crime against humanity and gives victims’ families the right to seek reparations.

He noted that there is an urgent need to defend human rights defenders 

Huhle: “If you are not able to protect human rights defenders that wish to cooperate with the UN it will be difficult and … our own work could be a source of endangering these people and we would not like to be responsible for.”

In another development, the U.N. Security Council said on Friday that it remained ready to impose an arms embargo if the deal collapsed.

The warning comes amid reports of ceasefire violations in Unity and upper Nile states.

A soldier and his son have been shot and killed in Rumbek Town of Lakes state. 

The soldier was killed in an attack by armed men at his home. 
Radio Miraya reporter Mageng Wade Deng explains more about this incident.

Deng: “on Friday night, unknown gunmen came to the house and killed a soldier and his son here in Rumbek town. This soldier was coming from Juba. He was one of the wounded soldiers who was wounded in 2012 in Heglig conflict so he was transferred to Juba where he was taking medical treatment. So he had come to see his family. Unfortunately, he faced this incident where he lost his life in this incident.”
Children in South Sudan, who were forced out of school due to poverty, gender discrimination or conflict, are getting a second chance at an education, thanks to the Back-to-Learning Initiative launched this year by the UN Children's Fund (UNICEF).

Stefano Del Leo, head of the EU delegation in South Sudan, says the campaign targeting 400,000 children is a process that requires support from the government, partners and the local community.
De Leo: “We are aware that we are all at the starting point because as we say, school needs infrastructure, teachers and this is also to be set up together with the international community. And we have to continue together with the government of South Sudan and we are partners. We want to share this process because we both believe that the youths are the most important resource of the country.” 
The South Sudan Islamic Council has registered a low turn up of people seeking to go for pilgrimage in Mecca this year.
South Sudan was given 1,088, but only 112 pilgrims have registered so far.  

Awad Rizik, the acting Secretary General for Haj in the council, told journalists in Juba that the council has just less than a week to complete registration of pilgrims. He is urging all potential pilgrims to hurry to beat the deadline. 

Hajj, the annual pilgrimage to Mecca, is one of the most important events for Muslims around the world.

More than 50 children at All Saints Kindergarten in Rajaf East Payam have discovered the art of painting, and created their first masterpieces at their school.
The two-hour art initiative on Friday was spearheaded by the sector south UN female peacekeepers from Rwandese battalion, Ethiopian battalion and Nepalese battalion. 

Nadio, one of the female peacekeepers says the initiative was aimed to draw public attention to the need for good relations between Rajaf school community and the UN Mission in South Sudan.

Nadio: “My name is Nadio and I am from sector south. We want to conduct a drawing and coloring thing and just engage them, find out where they are, and just play with them so they can be happy. We are here in Rajaf and they will be seeing us. We don’t want them to be scared of the military so that we just want to make sure that they are ok with us.” 
Elsewhere, the United Nations Development Program, UNDP, has launched a global storytelling contest, to raise public awareness on the negative impacts of climate change.
Neil Buhne, UNDP Geneva Director, says the contest is intended to provide young journalists in developing countries a unique opportunity to contribute to the global debate on climate change in the run-up to the Paris conference on climate change due in December. 

The contest is targeting journalists 35 years of age and under from developing countries who are already engaged in public writing and want to contribute locally and internationally towards greater public awareness on climate change.
