The South Sudan Civil Society Alliance has terminated the leadership of Deng Athuai Mawir as their chairperson. 

The General Assembly of the alliance met today in Juba and resolved to remove Deng Athuai Mawir on allegations that he made what they call irresponsible statements during the SPLM consultative meeting in Juba last week. 

The Acting Executive Chairperson of the civil society grouping, Akuoch Ajang Nyanhom says the committee investigating Athuai has recommended ending his chairmanship of the Alliance.

Akuoch Ajang: “After the General Assembly carefully listened to the report of the investigation committee, they have resolved that Deng Athuai’s period of service has ended and his controversial statements are actually harming civil society. Since his period of time has ended, the motion was moved and then he was asked to end his period. As a result, the Executive Office of Deng Athuai was dissolved.” 

During last week’s consultative meeting in Juba, Deng Athuai accused the SPLM party of plunging the county into war and warned that it could end up like Muammar Gaddafi of Libya.

The civil society leader denounced the ongoing civil war and pointed out that President Salva Kiir himself has no sons fighting in the war.

The United Nations Mission has announced it will stop providing services to displaced persons at its Protection of Civilian site in Tomping, at the end of this month.  
From the 1 January 2015, the mission and its humanitarian partners will no longer provide food, medical services and any other assistance to IDPs at the Tomping site. 
UNMISS Spokesperson Joseph Contreras says all food distribution and other services will be offered at the protection sites in and adjacent to UN house. 

Contreras says the IDP communities have been notified.

Joseph Contreras: “All relocations are done on a voluntary basis; we have notified the leadership of the IDP community in Tomping of the decision to suspend services including food distribution to people living there.  We realize that there may be some resistance to the idea of relocating to the PoC site in Yei road, although already 15,000 people have made that transfer.”
There are currently around 1600 people still living in the POC site in Tomping.  The IDPs have been advised to move to the Jebel sites or settle elsewhere. 

The Police Special Unit is discussing a policy framework to improve the protection of women and children across the country.

Police Spokesperson Col. James Monday Enocka says the department of special protection unit will handle specific policies to deal with criminal justice.

Col. Monday Enoka: “The department is to lay policies and strategies to address the needs of the special protection unit in a criminal justice system. These policy services are delivered at states level and we have 14 special protection units in the states. The need to upgrade this unit and make it effective came to contact with the confidence and trust building strategy.”

The Criminal Investigations Department in Northern Bahr el Ghazal has arrested eight suspected drug dealers.  

The suspects, including two women were arrested in Aweil, on suspicion of dealing in opium and illegal guns.  

While parading the suspects, state Police Commissioner, Major General Akot Deng Akot vowed to crack down on criminals.

“This man plus five others and two Ladies. We are going to implement the Law, and this is our work. To enforce the law and take the criminal before the law. Our concern is to protect our people. Our concern is to enforce the Law. When they are selling away these; it will be bought by one of our soldiers or the Army soldiers, game wild life and so forth. When this thing comes to his mind they use their gun and kill our normal people because of this. This man and his helpers are the wrong elements that are facing our condition and our security in Northern Bahr el Ghazal state. ‘’

A number of sacks of opium, and AK47 Rifles were displayed to journalists. 

One of the suspects identified as admitted to carrying the illegal firearms and drugs. 

A man who was kidnapped in Juba has escaped from his captors. 

The man, who has not been identified, says he was abducted by a group of men in Juba and taken to Yei.  

In his statement to Police the victim says he was held and tortured before he managed to escape and report to Yei County Police.  

Yei town mayor, Santo Paul Lasuba confirms the incident and says investigations are underway.

“He was kidnapped from juba and he appeared on the days of 29th Nov in Yei and he has been indoors in unknown place then there he was able to escape when these robbers were trying to pursue him according to his statement he said that these people are south Sudanese people not foreigners and among them there is a lady also he can recognize her according to him these people are not soldiers but one of them is in uniform without range but he couldn’t identify who this man is” 

Members of Community-based Organization for people with disabilities in central equatorial Equatoria, are meeting in Lainya County to commemorate the international day of persons with disabilities. 

The event which has drawn members from the six counties is being marked with speeches, traditional dances and songs. 

Speaking from Lainya County, the chairman of organizing committee Stephen Wornyang Modi stressed the need for persons with disabilities to be equipped with skills in the area of technology.

Authorities in Warrap State have put in place security measures ahead of the Christmas period.  

State Minister for Local Government, Achiel Tito Madut says the State has been divided into zones for easy security management. 

Madut says regular patrols will also be increased to ensure law and order.  

Tito Madut: “All organized forces are in the state are mobilized and they have been given tasks to secure the community or the population of the state and that extends up to the counties. The state capital is divided into five zones and these zones combined have a number of combined forces distributed in these places and all these forces are under command of a senior police officer. They will be patrolling such these during these days when people are expecting the birth of our Lord Jesus Christ.”
The Minister warns that anyone caught violating people’s rights, including uniformed personnel, will face legal action. 

Tito Madut: “All the organized forces have been briefed such that they remain friendly because what they are doing is for the protection of lives and priority.  They are saving the community and they will not be expected to cause harm to the community, but should anyone violate human right of civil populations, the body itself will decide immediately to punish who violated any….”  

A five-year awareness campaign has been launched to draw attention to the need to eliminate gender based violence and violence against women and children. 
The 2015-2020 campaign launched by the Reproductive Health Association will involve recruitment of volunteers to carry out continuous awareness campaigns across the country.  

Ruben Ladu, a health expert at the Reproductive Health Association says the camping is in line with achieving the Millennium Development goal of gender equality and empowerment of women by 2015. 

Meanwhile the Central Equatoria State Human Rights Commission and the United Nations Mission has facilitated a Competition between secondary Schools in Juba on the 16 days of activism to eliminate violence against women and children.  

Out of nine participating schools, three schools namely, Chinese friendship, Rajaf, and Juba Commercial Secondary school emerged as the top three. 

The Chairperson for central Equatoria Human Rights Commission Simon Lomoro Philip says the students learned a lot.

Simon Lomoro: “This has been a very good occasion and students really learned a lot. I am sure that those who are very kind or know about human rights have Learned a lot and I am sure that when people are sensitized about human rights then maybe in the end people will know where to go when for example they are ……by problem. Things like gender biased violence violation against women and general violation of human rights are very rampant in our country, so we are working in the Central Equatoria Human Rights Commission to sensitize people about their rights.”
The Mayor of Wau Town has formed a committee to review procedures of revenue collection and the issuing of business licenses to promote better service delivery.

Mayor Arkangelo Anyar says the review aims at better regulating and increasing revenue collection to generate more resources to fund projects to develop the town. 

Arkangelo Anyar: “We formed a committee to review these things. When we issue licenses, we do it to organize, for example, you have building materials and food items, the prices you give to the license of a person like that is different from someone working in the bar selling alcohol. We issue license according to the policy of the Country so that the citizens know that the government is giving them protection. We will not tax high so that there will be no complain from the traders that we have put prices of commodities high because of high tax.”
And in regional news, US President Barack Obama has renewed calls for Congress to approve six billion dollars ($6bn) in emergency aid to fight the deadly Ebola outbreak in West Africa.

Media reports say President Obama made the plea on a visit to the National Institutes of Health, where he congratulated scientists on work towards finding a vaccine.

The WHO says more than 6,000 people have died in Liberia, Sierra Leone and Guinea.

The medical charity, Medecins Sans Frontieres (MSF), has again strongly criticized the international response.
