The security situation in Lakes state remain tense, two days after more than 40 people were killed and 31 others wounded in fresh inter-clan violence in Rumbek East County.

The clashes occurred between the Gony and Thuyic clans in Panbarkou. 

The two clans have reportedly been locked in a cycle of revenge following the death of the paramount chief in August this year.

Radio Miraya reporter in Lakes state, Mageng Wade Deng says Rumbek Town remains relatively calm, but reports elsewhere reflect a tense atmosphere.

“The situation up to now is a bit calm in Rumbek town but outside is unpredictable especially in Rumbek East morning hours from 0600am up to 1100am is not quite good so that is the situation, the authorities are trying their best but are being overwhelmed by the youths, you see in Lakes state, everyone has a gun with the exception of those who are in town and those who are under age”

The Director of National Security in Mundri West County, Western Equatoria State, Arop Kiir has been killed.

Kiir was attacked and shot by a group of unidentified gunmen on Sunday evening.

John Keliopa Takuru, the Acting Commissioner of Mundri West County confirmed the incident and says four civilians were also injured in the attack.

We have re-voiced the sound of the acting commissioner due to the poor quality of the phone line.

“Just yesterday around a quarter to nine pm, there was rampant shooting in the market immediately I contacted and called my Director of National Security but unfortunately no any reply then I decided to call my Acting Chief Inspector of Police but he didn’t have enough information at that time. Later on I learned from the Deputy Director National Security Mr. Anthony that the Director of National Security Mr. Arop Kiir was shot and killed by unknown gunmen and four civilians were injured.”

Police in Central Equatoria state say the state had a largely peaceful Christmas festival 

Central Equatoria State Police Commissioner Maj. General Henry Danima, says few criminal incidents have been registered compared to previous festive seasons.

“There has been very little very few incidents compared to the ones of last year’s not even last year but the last three years this Christmas has been relatively calm and safe with very few cases of deaths particularly you can count the number of murder there are only five cases of robbery out of the five cases three are known and arrested the other two are still not known.” 

In a related development, the police Special court in Juba is investigating several cases of robbery and human rights abuses involving members of the police force. 

Danima says one of the cases under scrutiny involves the death of a crime suspect after he was manhandled by a policeman.

“We have a number of them in Nyokuron where we the HQs of the joint security operation forces … 

Traders at customs Market in Juba are counting their losses after a fire gutted their shops and destroyed merchandise worth millions of pounds. 

The fire broke out at a makeshift lodge, and then spread to Eden Bank and destroyed several shops. 

One of the affected traders, Suzuki Stephen Kuteng Daga, says he lost merchandise worth over seven million South Sudanese pounds. 

He says that all his hardware stock went up in flames.

“These goods made of 496 types, all of them go burnt. And most of them were electric cables and bulbs. On 7 December, I brought two containers, 40 feet from Dubai; they include linoleum flooring, nail boxes, security lights, vehicles spares, tires, batteries and some oils.”

The United Nations World Food Programme is once again transporting humanitarian supplies via barge on the Nile River between Kosti, Renk and Wadakona.

A WFP barge has offloaded 450 metric tons of food that will feed more than 28 thousand people.

WFP Spokesperson Challis McDonough says the supplies will assist immediate programs to prevent malnutrition in the region as well as pre-positioning additional supplies for future support. 

Road closures due to the rainy season and insecurity had previously forced the WFP to transport supplies via air however she says using the river to transport goods is significantly cheaper

'We have been heavily reliant on air operations to supply food assistance to many isolated areas of the three conflict affected states. and air operations are 6 - 7 times more expensive than moving food by road and by barge. So this is really a significant breakthrough in our availability to provide food assistance in large quantities to people who are in urgent need, particularly in Upper Nile State'

The UN humanitarian office director of operations, John Ging, says 2015 is expected to be a "tough year" for the international community as it struggles to deal with an increasing number of humanitarian crises.

Ging says at the end of this year, over 75 million people are in need of assistance across the world in places like Iraq, Syria, South Sudan and the Central African Republic.

“It’s been a rapid deterioration through 2014 and sadly as we move forward we are expecting to face a very tough year in 2015 well the poor people are losing their lives in the hundreds and thousands into millions in fact and with tens of millions really subsisting in terrible misery and terrible inhuman conditions they certainly can’t afford for this situation to continue and they are relying on the generosity of those who have to help them and we hope that they will”

In regional news
Cameroon has carried out its first air strikes against militant Islamist group Boko Haram, after it overran a military base and attacked five villages, officials have said.

Media reports say the military repelled the coordinated attacks and regained control of the base, they added. 

At least 41 militants and one soldier were killed, the officials said. 

The Nigeria-based group is increasingly carrying out cross-border raids, threatening Cameroon's security.
