President Salva Kiir has cautioned the police to respect the law and uphold human rights in the country. 

Speaking during the graduation of over 300 police cadets on Thursday at Juba football stadium, President Kiir said that police officers should always be disciplined and fully cooperate with the citizens in order to combat crime in the country.

Kiir:  “Start work immediately, maintain law, protect the constitution, and also protect the country and the citizens, because if the citizens cooperate with the police, criminals will not hide among the citizens. The other thing is police need discipline. All the successful countries around the world is because of police. If the police are good in the country, that country will be successful.”

Meanwhile the Minister of Interior Aleu Ayen Aleu called on the government to unify the training of all the organized forces under the Ministry of Interior in order to create a law enforcement agency in the country.

Ayen:  “We have presented a memo to the National Assembly. The Ministry of Interior has a different training academy, prisons have their own, wildlife have their own and fire brigade have their own. So we shall go back to the old system of Sudan before independent. There was a one year training in law, law enforcement academy. And after one year they are deployed in all the different units and this will create an environment of training all the officers in one academy, so we are calling upon the government to begin a new generation of the previous administration by creating law enforcement agencies.”
The Chairperson of the Peace and Reconciliation Committee, Archbishop Daniel Deng Bul, says the reconciliation process can only begin once a permanent ceasefire and a transitional government are in place. 

Archbishop Deng welcomes resolutions reached during the recent IGAD meeting in Addis Ababa and says it is a positive step in the peacebuilding process.  

Daniel Deng:  “Our people are suffering. We need peace now.  There are two things that we really need them to look at. One is a permanent cease fire. That one, I think  they can deal with it in a short time. The other one is the system of government they want to put it. If there are other things not dealt with that government of national unity will come and deal with those grievances.  So if they can deal with those things now that will allow us the church and others we can now enter into the communities to deal with the recalculation and healing.”
Humanitarian agencies are hopeful resolutions reached at a recent IGAD meeting will translate into peace.  

Oxfam’s South Sudan Country Director Cecilia Millan is calling on the government and the opposition to implement commitments made, in order to stop the suffering of the people. 

Millan says Tuesday night’s meeting between President Kiir and the opposition leader Riek Machar is a strong sign of commitment.

Cecilia Millan: “It is the strongest commitment that we have seen from both parties since the fighting broke out in December.  I would like really to see that both of them honor the commitments because the people have endured too much.  They need to respect what they said to implement, also a transitional government because 60 days is a lot.  They need to show that they are committed.”

Radio Miraya caught up with a few citizens in Unity state, one of the areas most affected by the crisis.  
We asked them what they think about the formation of a transitional government.  

Vox Pop Unity: 
“ I think that it is important because it will give us a chance to know what kind of leader we will have for the next few months.// I personally accept and welcome the formation of the government of national unity but on the condition the issues which were the root cause of the problem should be addressed first and that may about sustainable peace in the country.//it is really very important, it is only way for that to form the national government for South Sudan because after we formed it can be able to unite us and then we can be able to go forward to national election for South Sudan.”
Staying in Unity State, the area has been badly affected by an increased use of anti-tank and anti-vehicle mines during the ongoing conflict. 
Lance Malin, Programme Manager for the United Nations Mine Action Service, UNMAS, says the use of tank and anti-vehicle mines is not illegal, but is dangerous. 

Malin says a civilian truck was hit by a landmine last week.  

He says there has been a noted increase in such accidents.

Lance Malin: “I am sad to report that there has been an increased use of anti-vehicle mines.  There have been a few casualties for the, especially the anti-vehicle mines that were in Unity, and there was an SPLA truck that unfortunately that did hit one of the mines and that caused a few deaths and injuries. There was also a civilian truck delivering food that hit a mine. And the most recent one was almost last week where a small truck hit a landmine as well and we understand that there were casualties in that as well but trying to find information in these remote areas is a little bit more difficult.”

Authorities in Upper Nile State say the security situation in Renk and the oil fields is stable.  
The acting state governor, Awier Dau Agang, visited Renk town for an assessment, following shelling between the government and the opposition earlier in the week. 
Dau told Radio Miraya that calm has been restored to the town. 
He says the army conducted a mop-up operation and put in place a security plan to prevent a recurrence of attacks.

Awier Dua Agang: “I came here to establish the living conditions of the citizens in Renk town and assess the damage caused by the opposition attack on the town. The area was cleared by the army and the opposition forces were repulsed from the Island where they were using as a base.  Now the lines of defense have been widened.  I am inside the town but had a tour to the areas north of the town to meet people displaced by the shelling. These people are facing many problems including a lack of health services and food items.”

The government of Norway has released 10 million US dollars to go towards support for people affected by the conflict.  
The UN Food and Agriculture Organization, FAO, has received notification of the support in response to an appeal made during a humanitarian conference for South Sudan held in Oslo, Norway, last month. 
FAO Country Director Sue Lautze says the donation will enable agencies to scale-up their operations and extend emergency services in the Country.  

Sue Lautze: “We got a notification, for example, from the government of  Norway,  the $10 million for FAO will be coming through, so we are seeing a lot of donors are coming through. It is a challenge to make sure that all the donors will come through. On Tuesday there is another donor meeting in Brussels to follow up.  We delivered as much assistance as we did in all of last year in just six weeks, even with the great effort we are looking at massive food challenges, about 3.9 million people are expected to be in emergency crisis level.” 

Humanitarian agencies are due to launch a humanitarian plan to reach four million people affected by the December conflict by the end of 2014. 
The plan is based on pledges made during the Oslo conference and targets saving lives, avoiding famine and protection of children in conflict. 

A verification exercise conducted at the Meleju camp in Nimule has established there are close to 4,000 IDPs living in the camp. 

The exercise was conducted by officials from the Recovery, Reintegration and Peace-Building unit of the UN Mission. 

UN agencies and humanitarian organizations will use the figures to measure assistance to be rendered to the IDPs.   

Meleju camp is located about an hour’s drive from Nimule town.
Authorities in Western Bahr el-Ghazal have confiscated more than 10 tons of expired food items from traders in Wau. 

The food, including sugar, flour and cooking oil, was impounded during a two- week operation conducted in markets within the state capital. 

Wau town mayor Arkangelo Anyar says the items will be destroyed and warns of tough penalties for people found selling expired commodities.
In Western Equatoria, more than 28 cartons of expired drugs have been destroyed by authorities in Maridi County.  

The county’s Senior Sanitary Overseer for Public Health, Alfred Moto, says the expired medicines were confiscated from sellers and were burnt in Maridi town.  

Moto says eight people who were caught selling the drugs have been prosecuted in courts of law.

A vaccination campaign targeting more than 200,000 livestock has been launched in Warrap State.  
Animals will receive two rounds of vaccinations for anthrax and other diseases associated with the rainy season.  
Warrap State Minister of Animal Resources Lual Longar Adhal says the first round will be conducted in July and the second between November and December this year.  
Adhal says vaccinations will be done in Twic East and Gogrial Counties.  

Lual Longar Adhal: “That launching will start in Twic county. The first will take place in July 2014. We are going to vaccinate 200,000 head of cattle. That will take place in Twic County and Gogrial East as the first one. And also we are going to vaccinate 20,000 sheep and goats and above, it will be more than 200,000.”

The vaccination campaign is being conducted by the State Ministry of Animals Resources with support from the International Committee of the Red Cross, the ICRC. 

Twenty two new air traffic controllers have graduated from the East African School of Aviation in Nairobi – Kenya. 

The graduates underwent a seven-month course supported by the United Nations Mission in South Sudan, and received their certificates in Juba.  
Speaking at the graduation ceremony, the Deputy Minister of Transport, Roads and Bridges, Samuel Majok Majok, said air transport is vital in the country because of the poor infrastructure and impassable roads in the rainy season.
In regional news
The Prime Minister of the Central African Republic is calling for a pause in violence so the population can enjoy the football World Cup tournament and respect the Muslim month of Ramadan. 
Andre Nzapayeke says the tournament and the holy month that starts at the end of June present an opportunity to step back from the brutal attacks that have killed thousands over the past year. 
The Central African Republic has experienced a cycle of violence since a coup by the mostly Muslim Seleka rebel group and the emergence of a mostly Christian militia in response. 

And in sports
World cup matches continue today as the tournament enters day two.  

Africa’s first competitors Cameroun take to the field in the first of 3 matches to face Group A competitor Mexico.  

Kickoff is at 8 o’clock at night local time.  In the second match of the day, Spain takes on the Netherlands in a Group B match at 11 o’clock at night.
