Police have been called on to respect the law and uphold human rights in the country.

The call was made by President Salva Kiir during the graduation of over 300 police cadets on at Juba football stadium.

President Kiir urged for discipline of police personnel and asked them to fully cooperate with the citizens in order to combat crime in the country.

Kiir:  “Start work immediately, maintain law, protect the constitution, and also protect the country and the citizens because if the citizens cooperate with the police, criminals will not hide among the citizens. The other thing is police need discipline. All the successful countries around the world is because of police. If the police are good in the country, that country will be successful.”

Meanwhile, the Minister of Interior Aleu Ayen Aleu called on the government to unify the training of all the organized forces under the Ministry of Interior in order to create a law enforcement agency in the country.

Ayen:  “We have presented a memo to the National Assembly. The Ministry of Interior has a different training academy, prisons have their own, wildlife have their own and fire brigade has their own. So we shall go back to the old system of Sudan before independence. There was one-year training in law, law enforcement academy, and after one year they are deployed in all the different units. This will create an environment of training all the officers in one academy. So we are calling upon the government to begin a new generation of the previous administration by creating law enforcement agencies.”
The United States government has donated relief items worth more than $90 million for communities in Duk County of Jonglei State. 
The donation includes 300 metric tons of assistance that will be air dropped by the World Food Programme over a 30- day period. 
While seeing the items off at Juba International Airport, US Ambassador Susan Page said the donation is part of a pledge made by the US government during last month’s South Sudan humanitarian conference held in Oslo, Norway.

Page: “This portion to the World Food Programme is about 97 million US Dollars. This contribution of the American people, some of which you see here before you, is being prepared for delivery in Duk County in Jonglei state to help starving families and to meet the needs of the many innocent victims of this fighting. Displaced communities separated from their traditional land are unable to plant and harvest this rainy season and as result there is acute food insecurity and a danger of famine and starvation.” 
Three people, including a teenage girl, have been killed in an attack on a cattle camp in Rumbek, Lakes State. 
Authorities say unknown gunmen raided Aguoc Cattle in Rumbek Central, in what is suspected to have been a revenge attack by communities from a neighboring county. 
Lakes State Security Advisor Marial Amoum Malek explains what happened. 

Marial Amoum Malek: “An unknown armed group came to the cattle camp and began shooting on the people who are sleeping in the cattle camp. The fallen victims, three, two men and one girl. The civil population, they are out of control, they wanted to loot cattle and the intention was they can get firearms. They can get ammunitions, wherever they got them, to protect themselves from the rebellion. This was the intention. Even the government was aware that the civilians are getting guns and they are getting ammunitions for only to protect themselves, to their properties, this was the understanding.”
Authorities in Lainya County, in Central Equatoria State expect a big harvest this year, despite recent destruction of crops by grasshoppers. 
The Commissioner of Lainya County Huda Michael Laila said the state Ministry of Agriculture has given to the community a tractor for farming. Meanwhile, Plan International, an NGO, is continuing to distribute seeds to farmers and soldiers to increase crop production. 
She explained that the number of hectares for sorghum and rice cultivated this year have increased tremendously.

Huda: “When we combine the analyses of different groups, so they will plant this year more than 200 hectares. These are individuals. They want to try the rice this year, or other crops like sorghum. Some are having 20 fedans, some are having fifteen, like Logudapa is having 40 hectares, so this year we will have a god harvest.”

In a related development, the Commissioner said Lainya County is experiencing poor health services due to shortage of medical staff.  
She says they are reporting increased cases of malaria and diarrhea with the onset of the rainy season.

In Upper Nile, the acting state governor, Awier Dau Agang, visited Renk town for an assessment, following shelling between the government and the opposition earlier in the week. Dau told Radio Miraya that calm has been restored to the town.

He says the army conducted a mop-up operation and put in place a security plan to prevent a recurrence of attacks.

Awier Dua Agang: “I came here to establish the living conditions of the citizens in Renk town and assess the damage caused by the opposition attack on the town. The area was cleared by the army and the opposition forces were repulsed from the island where they were using as a base.  Now the lines of defence have been widened.  I am inside the town but had a tour to the areas north of the town to meet people displaced by the shelling. These people are facing many problems, including a lack of health services and food items.”
Unity State has been badly affected by an increased use of anti-tank and anti-vehicle mines during the ongoing conflict.  
Lance Malin, Programme Manager for the United Nations Mine Action Service, UNMAS, says the use of tank and anti-vehicle mines is not illegal, but is dangerous. 
Malin says a civilian truck was hit by a landmine last week.  
He says there has been a noted increase in such accidents.
Lance Malin: “I am sad to report that there has been an increased use in anti-vehicle mines.  There have been a few casualties for the, especially the anti-vehicle mines that were in Unity, and there was an SPLA truck that unfortunately that did hit one of the mines and that caused a few deaths and injuries. There was also a civilian truck delivering food that hit a mine. And the most recent one was almost last week where a small truck hit a land mine as well and we understand that there were casualties in that as well, but trying to find information in these remote areas is a little bit more difficult.”
A verification exercise conducted at the Meleju camp in Nimule has established there are close to 4,000 IDPs living in the camp. 

The exercise was conducted by officials from the Recovery, Reintegration and Peace-Building unit of the UN Mission. 

UN agencies and humanitarian organizations will use the figures to measure assistance to be rendered to the IDPs.   

Meleju camp is located about an hour’s drive from Nimule town.

The government of Norway has released 10 million US dollars to go towards support for people affected by the conflict.  
The UN Food and Agriculture Organization, FAO, has received notification of the support in response to an appeal made during a humanitarian conference for South Sudan held in Oslo, Norway last month. 
FAO Country Director, Sue Lautze says the donation will enable agencies to scale-up their operations and extend emergency services in the country.  

Sue Lautze  

“We got a notification, for example, from the government of  Norway. The 10 million dollar for FAO will be coming through, so we are seeing a lot of donors are coming through. It is a challenge to make sure that all the donors will come through. On Tuesday, there is another donor meeting in Brussels to follow up.  We delivered as much assistance as we did in all of last year in just six weeks. Even with the great effort we are looking at a massive food challenge, about 3.9 nine million people are expected to be in emergency crisis level.” 

Humanitarian Agencies are due to launch a humanitarian plan to reach four million people affected by the December conflict by the end of 2014. 
The plan is based on pledges made during the Oslo conference and targets saving lives, avoiding famine and protection of children in conflict.
Authorities in Western Bahr El-Ghazal have confiscated more than 10 tons of expired food items from traders in Wau. 

The items, including sugar, flour and cooking oil were impounded during a two-week operation conducted in markets within the state capital. 

Wau town mayor Arkangelo Anyar says the items will be destroyed and warns of tough penalties for people found selling expired commodities.
In Western Equatoria, more than 28 cartons of expired drugs have been destroyed by authorities in Maridi County.  

The county’s Senior Sanitary Overseer for Public Health, Alfred Moto, says the expired medicines were confiscated from sellers and were burnt in Maridi town.  

Moto says eight people who were caught selling the drugs have been prosecuted in courts of law.

In regional news
The Prime Minister of the Central African Republic is calling for a pause in violence so the population can enjoy the football World Cup tournament and respect the Muslim month of Ramadan. 
Andre Nzapayeke says the tournament and the holy month that starts at the end of June present an opportunity to step back from the brutal attacks that have killed thousands over the past year.  
The Central African Republic has experienced a cycle of violence since a coup by the mostly Muslim Seleka rebel group and the emergence of a mostly Christian militia in response. 

And in sports
World cup matches continue today as the tournament enters day 2.  

Africa’s first competitors Cameroun take to the field in the first of three matches to face Group A competitor Mexico.  

Kickoff is at 8 o’clock at night local time.  In the second match of the day, Spain takes on the Netherlands in a Group B match at 11 o’clock at night.  

The final match will be between Group B teams Australia and Chile at 1 o’clock in the morning.
