· Government reaffirms commitment to ensure children are not recruited into SPLA.

· Sudan to supply electricity to Upper Nile 
President Salva Kiir has given assurances of the government’s commitment to ensure that the SPLA will not recruit children into its ranks.  

The President made the commitment while meeting with the visiting Special Representative of the Secretary General for Children and Armed Conflict, Leila Zerrougui in Juba. 

Speaking after the meeting, SRSG Zerrougui said she has followed up to get similar commitments from the opposition. She explains.

SRSG Zerrougui: “I got a very strong commitment from the President and he asked for any schools that are still occupied by the military to be vacated.  He also committed to ensuring that no children will be in the SPLA and the security forces.  I asked for criminalization for recruitment of children and he committed to that.  Before this meeting I also met with opposition leader Riek Machar in Addis Ababa so we hope that both parties will commit to end the violations.  We don’t want South Sudan to lose their future generations”.

The meeting was also attended by the visiting Director of UNESCO, Irina Bokova and UNESCO Goodwill Ambassador for Peace and Reconciliation, American actor, Forest Whitaker.

The American actor said he discussed having the demobilized children sheltered and rehabilitated under his Peace Earth Foundation.  

Forest Whitaker: 
“My foundation has been working here in South Sudan for a year and a half, so we discussed the youth and the movement of these children into the youth space so we can enable to work with them and allow them to be educated appropriately and find a space of peace.  Because the overall message that all of us bear is bringing peace within the parties so that we can have a peaceful South Sudan.”
Two policemen were killed while on duty at the South Sudan Refugee commission in the Rock City area in Juba. 

Police spokesperson Col James Monday Enoka says the two were shot dead by unknown attackers. 

Enoka says the assailants escaped after stealing an unspecified amount of money from the refugee commission.  

Col. Enoka: “We have two police personnel were guarding the premises when the criminals attacked and killed them at around 2am on Sunday and stole money from the commission’s Treasury after they destroyed the doors and safe. We have deployed more forces from the Investigation and state police we are now searching for those criminals”.

In a separate incident, another two policemen were wounded in a shooting near Lu hospital in the Gudeli area of Juba. 

Spokesperson Enoka says a man dressed in what appeared to be a military uniform opened fire on a police night patrol.  

Meanwhile, the Police is to launch and emergency numbers for people to report crimes.  

Police spokesperson Col James Monday Enoka says the number 777 will be launched during Independence Day celebrations next month.  

He says the service will later be extended to the States.  

Col. Enoka: “The difficulties in Juba town are, first means of contacts, two roads and the third one the response of police when needed. These are the things were not organized at all, but now we have a project underway on 9th July we are going to open Emergency centers to the citizens will allow them to have access to police as soon as possible when they call from anywhere , the police will reach them. The emergency number is 777, even people from other states can call in this number if they know any emergency situation who cannot reach police by him/herself then the police will reach them.”
Two people have been killed, five others wounded and more than 30 houses were reportedly burnt in tribal clashes in Torit, Eastern Equatoria state. 

The fighting was said to have been between among community members of the Lotuko tribe in Tilangore. 

The main causes of the clashes are not yet clear. 

A government delegation led by the state Government has visited the area and confirms the incident to radio Miraya. 

Torit County commissioner Germany Charles Ojok says the area has been abandoned and most of the residences are in the bush.

Charles Ojok: “People of the same area of the same village the only live in different XXX but in the same village.  They decided to kill people and burn houses. It is so unfortunate; it is so bad.  The number of houses was 32, the number of those who died was two and those who were wounded were 5. Two dogs were also killed. Yesterday immediately after the problem we sent the police and they were here up to today. They have to remain here until we make sure that we talk to the community then the next step will be how to reconcile them.”
In Jonglei, authorities in Bor town say the situation is calm.  

There was shooting in Bor recently when a group of SPLA soldiers abandoned their bases in Gadiang reportedly over non-payment of salaries.  

The State information Minister, Judy Jonglei Boyoris says the situation in Bor is normal and people are continuing with farming activities.  

Judy Jonglei Boyoris: “At the moment, the security in Jonglei State especially in areas controlled by the government, is stable. After the shooting two weeks or three weeks back, people are moving freely from nine to six in the morning. If you come to Bor and go to the market shopping center, the market is actually growing now.”
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Sudan has agreed to supply electricity to parts of Upper Nile State. 

The Minister of Electricity and Dams, Jemma Nunu Kumba says the supply will start in about one year, after infrastructure including poles and supply cables have been installed.  

Nunu Kumba says that the two countries are also set to renew a power purchase agreement that was signed in 2012 for the supply of power from Sudan to Renk County in Upper Nile State.

Nunu Kumba: “Sudan has accepted to continue exporting power to south Sudan, so in the ministry we have a plan to extend the transmission line from Renk through Faluju to Malakal and other counties in Upper Nile state. The work will take about one year and one year and a half for this transmission line but we have been told by the company that one year is enough for them to do the transmission line which will cover about 320 kilometers from Renk to Malakal with three sub-stations.”
The Electricity Minister has just returned from Khartoum where she had gone to attend the 22nd Nile Council of Ministers meeting.

At the meeting Minister Kumba handed chairmanship of the Council to Sudan’s Minister of Water Resources and Electricity, Mutaz Musa Abdalla Salim

The Special Representative of the UN Secretary General in South Sudan, Hilde Johnson has visited Unity State to assess the living conditions of IDPS seeing safety at the UN site before her departure as head of mission in July. 
Johnson visited the protection of civilian site and assured the IDPs of the UN’s commitment to protect civilians.  She said more troops will soon be arriving to offer more protection to displaced persons across the country

Hilde Johnson: “Now we are also getting new forces that we will allow us to protect civilian where mobile out there in the remote communities but clearly the only things that can stop this and help people to return home is peace. It is for peace to be reached between warring parties, between the government and between   opposition forces of Riek Machar. That is we need, that is what we want.  I hope the deadline that has now been agreed to which is to establish transitional interim unity government within sixty days (will be met).”  

The UN protection of civilian site in Bentiu is hosting more than 46,000 IDPs.

In regional news
A Sudanese woman freed from death row on Monday has been arrested with her family at Khartoum airport, sources have told the BBC.

Meriam Ibrahim was sentenced to hang in May for renouncing Islam, sparking widespread outrage at home and abroad. 

About 40 security agents detained Mrs. Ibrahim - along with her husband Daniel Wani and two sons - at the airport, the sources said. 

On Monday, Mr. Wani said the family intended to leave for the US. 

Mrs. Ibrahim was released from prison after an appeal court annulled the death sentence imposed on her. 

At least five people have been killed in an attack on the Kenyan coast, close to the scene of raids last week in which more than 60 people died.

BBC quotes officials saying an armed gang descended on the village of Witu, about 15km (9 miles) from the town of Mpeketoni.

No group has said it carried out the latest attack.

Somali Islamist group al-Shabab said it was behind the raids on Mpeketoni, near Lamu but President Uhuru Kenyatta has blamed local political groups.

Lamu County Commissioner Stephen Ikua confirmed on Tuesday there had been a new "unfortunate attack" overnight.

And in our world cup update: 
England is on pitch in less than one hour to take on Costa Rica.  

The English side has made nine changes since it lost to Uruguay, but will be playing their final match after being eliminated at the initial group stage. 

In the other games of the day Uruguay will take on Italy at 7 and Japan take on Colombia at 11pm.  Also at 11 Ivory Coast meets Greece.

The Ivoirian’s will assess winger Didier Ya Konan, who missed their last game with Colombia because of a knee injury.
