President Salva Kiir and opposition leader Riek Machar have been called on to make progress on the formation of a transitional government. 

The call was made by United Nations Secretary General, Ban Ki-Moon.

The Secretary General met with President Kiir on the sidelines of the African Union summit in Equatorial Guinea and urged for a rapid agreement on the composition of the transitional government.  

Secretary General Ban pressed President Kiir to resume IGAD mediated negotiations with Machar, and ensure the full implementation of the agreement they signed last month in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia. 

The Secretary General further called on the President to continue to fight impunity and ensure full accountability for human rights violations. 
He informed the President that the UN Mission UNMISS is taking steps to increase its capacity.  

The Council of States of the National legislature has endorsed the Agreement signed between the government and the South Sudan Democratic Movement / Army Cobra Faction of David Yau Yau.

The document was passed by a two thirds majority of the house and will be delivered to President Salva Kiir for his assent before it can be implemented.  

The agreement signed in May, allows for the creation of the Pibor administrative area and for the integration of David Yau Yau’s Cobra Faction into the SPLA police and other regular forces.

The South Sudan Relief and Rehabilitation Commission in Lakes State is reporting increasing cases of Hepatitis E cases in Mingkaman camp, Awerial County.  

The County’s Relief and Rehabilitation Coordinator, John Panrech says 4 deaths have been reported and 40 cases are under treatment.

Panrech is calling on the government and humanitarian organizations to intervene.   

John Panrech: “I am appealing for the government of the state and the government of Juba to come (and) verify the problem we have here in Mingkaman especially the case of Hepatitis E. (It) is a worrying case because we have already lost four patients in Mingkaman due to Hepatitis E. When it was started, it was with two patients but now it has gone up to 40 patients, so it seem like … an outbreak. It needs the government’s attention.”
The Deputy Inspector General of Police is warning traffic Police personnel against negligence in the execution of their duties.

Lieutenant General Andrew Kuol issued the warning during a graduation of traffic police personnel who have been on a one month traffic management course in Juba. 

The 35 personnel received training on management of traffic flow, accidents, and enforcement of general traffic rules and regulations. 

The Deputy Inspector General says traffic police should be impartial.

Andrew Kuol: “I want tell you that police cars are the cars that over speed, yet you claim you’re in charge of the lives of civilians. Somebody in charge of the law is the one who violates the law. If there are people who intimidate you, tell us and we will give you soldiers to defend you then we see who is there to violate the rules.”  

Meanwhile the Director General for Traffic Major General James Biel is urging the graduates to apply the skills they have gained while carrying out their duties

The Deputy Minister of Education has officially launched the 2014 senior secondary school examinations. 

Bol Makweng rang the bell this morning at the Supiri Secondary School in Juba. 

The school’s headmistress, Mirella Augustino Modi, told Radio Miraya that her students are well prepared for the exams.

Mirella Augustino: “The number of Students here is 490. (They are) sitting for South Sudan School Certificate. I see that they are ready. They were disappointed because of the delay but were encouraging them. I encourage the teachers to revise with them. I hope everything will go well in the school and our children sit and wish bright future.”

The students’ first paper is Christian Religious Education. We spoke with some candidates just before they walked into the examination room. 

Students’ Vox Pops 
· Voice 1: “I am ready but not to that extent. There is fear but I hope to do better in this paper. I wish them success and progress and the best.”
· Voice 2: “Today I am very happy really because this is what I have been waiting all this long time and I wish that all of our colleagues or my colleagues to succeed.” (ENGLISH)

· Voice 3: “I am ready for exams. Whatever happen I am ready. They have to work hard and fight. We were waiting and here it is.”
· Voice 4: “Not bad because I am confident to sit these exams and I am ready for exams and there is no problem.”
· Voice 5: “We are ready for exams and I wish we can score 90 per cent.”
Just over thirteen thousand students across the country are sitting for the exams which end on the 14th of next month.  

In Upper Nile, the State government says it will take care of costs for feeding and accommodating students sitting their exams.

Earlier the national ministry of education directed for the transfer of students from Renk to Melut over security concerns.  

Melut county commissioner, Dau Gouj Ayuel, says the authorities are in contact with the state government to make sure the students are taken care of.  

He also says the security situation on the county is stable.  

Dau Gouj Ayuel: “We are confident security for exams will be guaranteed in Melut County. We secured places where exams papers will be kept and the exams control center. On students’ accommodation and feeding, we have completed arrangements for that. We contacted the state government to do that but before the state government intervention, the country will accommodate these students.”
The commissioner is however raising concerns about the lack of teachers. 

Dau Gouj: “There is a considerable setback in education and big work awaits us. We have the schools and basic    infrastructure but we don’t have teachers. We set up a plan to rehabilitate Melut hospital because many people came to the town due to insecurity. We are expanding the hospital and constructing feeder roads to face the rainy season and the security demands. We are also planning to expand water services network, with the help of some oil companies.”

In regional news:

A Sudanese woman whose death sentence for renouncing Islam was overturned has been released from jail again, after she was detained at Khartoum airport on Tuesday.

BBS quotes Meriam Ibrahim's lawyer, Muhammad Mustafa, said that she was currently in the US embassy with her family.

Mrs. Ibrahim had been detained on charges of falsifying ID documents. 

She was first released on 23 June when an appeals court lifted her death sentence for renouncing Islam. 

Her sentencing in May to hang for apostasy sparked an outcry at home and around the world. 

Mrs. Ibrahim, 27, had been held at a police station in the capital, since Tuesday, when she was prevented from leaving the country along with her husband, Daniel Wani, and their two children. 

And in sports:

Algeria, Germany, USA and Belgium are the final teams through to the next round of the football world cup. 

Germany beat USA 1-nil, but both teams go through on point basis, while Belgium secured a place after beating South Korea 1-nil. 

Portugal and Ghana ended their game in a 2-1 win to Portugal, but was not enough to see either side through.  

There will be no matches today as teams prepare for the next round.   

Games resume tomorrow with hosts Brazil up against Chile at 7pm and Columbia play Uruguay at midnight.
