> 58,409 civilians are seeking protection in 10 UNMISS bases including 29,464 in Juba, 8,800 in
Bentiu, 9,000 in Bor and 10,000 in Malakal

» In Juba, primary schools exams are held in UNMISS two protection sites from 13 to 17
January. The United Nations Children Fund (UNICEF), UNMISS and other key partners are
ensuring that 341 children registered by UNMISS (254 in Tomping and 87 in UN House - 42
girls) will be able to take their exams. UNMISS is committed to providing protective space for
the children during the exam.
